About the classes

Normally dogs need to be 12 months old before they start agility training to ensure that they are fully grown and not going to put strain on bones which are not fully formed (this may be older for larger breeds). However you can start preparing your puppy for his/her agility training before 12 months!
Pre-agility puppy course – this is for puppies from about 6 months old and the aim is to introduce them to an outdoor environment - with plenty of distractions – and to teach them the basics which they will need to help them when they start their agility eg a wait, a recall, working away from you to a target, turns, etc
Starter course – this is an introduction to agility and you will be taught how to start training your dog how to have fun at agility in a safe way which you can build on in the future. (It will be a great help to you and your dog if you have a wait and a recall already!!)

Improver course – this is aimed at dogs and handlers who have completed the starter class satisfactorily. 
Competition Classes – these are for competing dogs and will aim to improve specific areas as required as well as running whole agility courses.
All courses will be limited to a maximum of 6 dogs.

Fees

Fees are payable in advance for each 6 week course as follows:-

Pre-agility Puppy Course (45 mins each session) - £45
Starter Course (1 hour each session) - £60
Improver Course (1 hour each session) - £60
Competition Classes – classes (& fees) structured to meet individual/group requirements
1-2-1s - £20 per hour by arrangement
A couple of things to consider:-

Please make sure that your dog is fit and healthy (and not overweight) as agility is a strenuous activity and dogs (and their handlers!) need to be fit to participate safely.

If your dog has any major behavioural issues (eg aggressive) then an agility class is unlikely to be suitable for your dog or the other dogs in the class.  If you have any concerns on this front then please contact us as we can put you in touch with someone who may be able to assist with any such problems.
Vaccinations – Please note that we require to see your dogs current vaccination certificate on enrolment.
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
